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Sentry Spindles 
The sentry spindle is the most proven 
commercial spindle design ever developed for 
true zero-turn mowers. 
The system includes hardened and polished 
steel shafts, sealed top and greaseable lower 
bearings. 
Anti-wrap spindle cones prevent any foreign 
material entering the blade spindle whilst debris 
fans on the top of the deck moves any grass and 
debris build up under the blade pulleys.
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Hydromax
To prolong service life Grasshopper use 
Hydromax transmission oil, which 
combined with a highly efficient 7-micron 
hydraulic filter, means that service 
intervals are up to 1000 hours.
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Drive Belts
Grasshopper fit two belts on the PTO drive as 
standard to give you peace of mind that if one 
fails during work, you are able to continue 
mowing until you have chance to change it - 
thus reducing down-time.
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Design-Matched Drive System
Grasshopper transmissions have been 
developed in conjunction with the 
manufacturers to produce systems that can 
run longer between service intervals, are less 
prone to failure and run naturally cooler 
without the need for expensive oil coolers.
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Iso Mounts
Grasshopper use a number of 
different methods to reduce 
vibrations, including rubber iso 
bushes on the seat (front and back), 
iso mounts on the operator foot 
platform and bushes on the engine 
and radiator mounts.
